If 

you are unsure as to whether or not we have current rabies vaccination infor-

mation on file, you may inquire by e-mail (cityclerk@concordnh.gov) or by 

calling 225-8500.  If you have moved out of Concord or no longer have your 

dog, please inform the City Clerk’s Office.

     Dogs under 8 months old   $  7.50 

     5 or more dogs of same owner  $20.00 

     First dog for owner age 65+  $  2.00*

DOWNTOWN COMPLETE STREETS PROJECT 

Next week, scaffolding will be erected in Eagle Square, around the ornate metal 

archway commonly known as Dimitri’s Tree.  A crew from Modern Protective 

Coatings will then sandblast and repaint the arch, a process which is expected to 

take approximately 10 days, depending on the weather.  Pedestrian access to 

Eagle Square will be maintained during this time.  The arch will be wrapped so 

that work takes place inside a protective covering and so that no dust or paint 

escapes during the refurbishing process.   
 

On Monday, March 30th, a crew will be working in front of the Sheraton Build-

ing at 114 North Main Street.  During this work, parking will be prohibited on 

the west side of the street, from Park Street to Capitol Street; and on the east 

side of the street, from the Eagle Hotel to Wellingtons.  Two-way traffic will 

continue, but will narrow to one free flowing lane in each direction. 
 

Also next week, replacement of individual water valves to a few buildings on 

the east side of North Main Street will continue; Severino construction crews 

will begin to build new storm drains on the east side of North Main Street, cap-

ping the old ones after the new ones are in; and East Coast Signals will install a 

new traffic control camera at the North Main/Centre Street intersection.   
 

Liberty Utilities is expected to be at work in front of #59 South Main Street 

next week.  This is normal utility maintenance and not part of the Main Street 

Project.  Two-way traffic on South Main will be maintained, although there 

may be a lane shift.
