DOWNTOWN COMPLETE STREETS PROJECT 

Construction on South Main Street will begin on Monday, March 28th.  The 

work zone will be on the east side of South Main Street, from Pleasant Street to 

Concord Street.  South Main Street will be closed to northbound traffic from 

Concord Street to Pleasant Street, and southbound traffic will be restricted to 

one lane in this area.  All through traffic is encouraged to use Storrs Street or 

State Street to detour the construction. 
 

Crews will begin working at the Pleasant Street intersection, pictured below, 

and will make their way south.  Construction activities will include utility and 

hydrant work in the Capital Commons area, as well as the removal of curbing 

and the demolition of what will eventually be the sidewalk furniture zone from 

Pleasant Street to Theatre Street.  A portion of sidewalk that abuts building 

fronts will remain in place temporarily to allow for a cleaner pedestrian path.

includes the replacement of 

damaged and broken stone 

work in some areas.
