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DOWNTOWN COMPLETE STREETS PROJECT 

Granite curbing will be installed this 

weekend and will begin to provide a 

better picture of what South Main 

Street will look like as the barriers 

between street and sidewalk are set.  

Throughout next week, crews will 

primarily focus on the sidewalk por-

tion of the work zone and will be 

installing electrical and irrigation 

conduit, granite planters, and foun-

dations for benches and bicycle 

racks, in addition to curbing.  This 

work is in preparation for the pour-

ing of concrete sidewalks the fol-

lowing week.   
 

Due to the inclement weather over the past week, crews were unable to begin 

the washing and sealing of granite and brick on North Main Street.  Crews are 

scheduled to begin that process on Monday, beginning on the east side of North 

Main Street, across from Park Street, working south towards Pleasant Street.  

Pedestrians are asked to refrain from walking on the marked areas to allow the 

sealant to dry.
