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The Goncord Skate Park Association was formed in 2021 to partner
with the City of Concord's Parks & Recreation department in the
funding and building of a new world class skate park for residents
and visitors of Concord, NH.

The skatepark would constitute
Phase 1of the [CIPG0) Kiwanis Riverfront Park project.
